We have raised $1.93 million toward our $2.2 million
project so far.
We are sharing our project with the community via press
release soon.
All six classrooms on the south end must be completely
empty to start construction on May 28.
Various times will be available for our families to assist
with the move, including evening times, on May 22-24.
The last day of school picnic is on Tuesday, May 21 from
10-1:30. Families are invited to join us for some or all of
that time. A groundbreaking ceremony will take place at
1 pm with all of our families, Association members, and a
variety of other VIPs.
